Class of Spring 2015

More than 1,300 graduates will walk during KU’s spring commencement exercises tomorrow. The ceremony for the
Colleges of Business and Education will be held at 9 AM and the Colleges of Liberal Arts & Sciences and Visual &
Performing Arts will hold their ceremony at 2 PM, both in the O'Pake Fieldhouse. The ceremonies will be telecast via an
interactive broadcast platform, enabling the families and friends of the graduates to view the ceremony live through a
web connection or locally on KUTV.

Kutztown University has received a five-year, $614,375 grant from the National Science Foundation (NSF) to encourage
incoming freshman to join the computer science major. Each year, the grant team will select a minimum of six students
meeting certain criteria established for the grant. The students chosen will receive $7,800 a year, plus an $800 stipend
and book allowance. Students interested in receiving this award will be required to complete an application and essay;
